2.02 MATERIALS


A. Pipe/Conduit Supports


1. Smooth UV-stabilized, EPDM rubber pipe support sized to fit the diameter of the pipe or conduit being supported.  


2. The EPDM support shall allow for tool-free pipe/conduit installation.

3. The EPDM support shall allow for tool-free and integrally-connected height adjustability of up to 4”, 6” or 7” in ½” increments as detailed on the contract drawings or specifications.

4. The EPDM support shall be the CADDY PYRAMID RPSE or engineer approved equal.

5. Wood supports are not acceptable.

3.01 EXAMINATION
A. Examine subsurfaces to receive Work and report detrimental conditions in wiring to the Architect.  Commencement of Work will be construed as acceptance of subsurfaces.

3.02 INSTALLATION

A. Pipe Supports

1. Provide pipe supports at all roof top gas lines, condensation lines and electrical conduit runs with a 7’ maximum spacing. 


3.03 CLEANING

A. During and upon completion of the Work remove and dispose debris resulting from the project. 
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
